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Authors’ note

The toolkit is about combating stereotypes and developing students' social and life
skills for the promotion of school communities of tolerance through physical education.
The chosen medium is football and the football3 methodology, which is an alternative
model of football, and it has been considered worldwide as the ideal tool for
addressing social challenges and implementing the principles of equality and equal
opportunities for all, respect for human dignity and justice, active participation,
synergy, solidarity and tolerance, pluralism, peaceful coexistence and conflict

resolution in everyday life.
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About the project

Project organizations from five European countries worked together in Dialect to eradicate multiple
forms of racism and discrimination in various football environments. In its original form it was used

by football clubs and amateur football teams, academies, community sports programs, etc.

Dialect was based on the methodology of the Football3 project. As an alternative model of football,
football3 adopts a human rights approach built upon the principles of equality and equal
opportunities for all, regardless of age, gender, ability, religion, ethnicity and ideological or political
views, of respect for human dignity and justice youth development and active participation, synergy,
solidarity and tolerance, pluralism, peaceful coexistence and conflict resolution. Within the scope
of the DIALECT project football3 targets at the prevention of discrimination and racism by means of
an attractive sport to youths and its all-inclusive rational expressed through the moto “Football for

All”.

The success and growth of the project led to Dialect3 and the modification and implementation of
the Dialect methodology in the school environment through physical education classes. In the
framework of Dialect 3 secondary school physical education teachers and students of physical
education and sport science will be trained in managing heterogeneous classes in physical education
and developing students’ social and life skills. Football will be used as a means for the integration of
inclusive education and the development of the above-mentioned skills in the context of physical
education. Through playful and modified football activities, students will understand the negative
impact of stereotypes and discrimination, the importance of constructive communication and the
necessity of the diversity respect development. Simultaneously, participants will experience trust
and appreciation from their teammates leading to the development of self-esteem and self-

confidence.

About the toolkit

DIALECT3 toolkit is in line with the aims, the learning outcomes, the pedagogical methods, and the
new educational practice of teaching scenarios of the new physical education (PE) curriculum. It is
based on real educational needs, as revealed by reviewing the new secondary school PE curricula
and interviewing PE secondary education teachers, PE higher education students, high-school

students of different nationalities and gender, and education managers. It is addressed to teachers
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and students of secondary education (mainly high school) but it can also be used in the wider

sporting context (teams, sports clubs, etc.).

Key points for using DIALECT3 toolkit

DIALECT3 toolkit is a flexible tool that every PE teacher can use and modify according to the level,

abilities and needs of their students. Its integration into the PE lesson requires thoughtful planning

to ensure that the content is effectively delivered and aligned with the learning goals. For these

reasons, and in order to successfully incorporate the toolkit into their curriculum, teachers should:

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PART |. INTRODUCTION

1.1. Challenge to be addressed

The desk research carried out in the framework of the DIALECT3 project revealed that racism is
largely based on values of intolerance defined as the unwillingness or refusal of individuals to accept
beliefs, opinions, practices, or behaviours that are different from their own, and that intolerance
can take various forms of expression, ranging from avoidance of interaction to acts of hatred and
physical harm. At the same time, xenophobia, as a form of intolerance, entails strong negative
emotions, such as hostility or hatred, and is most often directed against members of other ethnic,

religious, cultural, or sexual orientation.

Moreover, the results of the survey reaffirmed the necessity of combating such phenomena through
sport and football, due to its potential to "change perceptions, address prejudice and improve

behaviour, as well as inspire people, break down racial and political barriers, promote gender
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equality and combat discrimination"!. The use of sport to promote mutual respect and tolerance
between individuals, particularly young people, has proven to be an effective tool for preventing

anti-social behaviour, violence, crime, and drug use?.

In addition to sport, education and the school environment are considered important areas for
tackling racism and discrimination. According to physical education professionals, the two most
significant obstacles to the existence of an inclusive school that will promote tolerance and equality
for all students are the entrenched stereotypical perceptions of society (about gender and diversity)
that are reproduced in the school environment, and the lack of a support framework for the
integration of new techniques and activities by the Ministry of Education, Religious Affairs and
Sports. The first requires work from society globally and a long time to be resolved, but creating a
framework of support and professional tools to build a new inclusive school community is a fair

demand that must be met.

Working towards this direction, the National Physical Education curriculum should be enriched,
educational materials should focus on inclusive education, and the promotion of tolerance should
be composed. The analysis of the existing National physical education curricula of lower secondary
education showed that it could benefit from a stronger focus on inclusive education,
intersectionality, and pedagogical practices that promote tolerance. At present, at the lower
secondary school level, the greatest emphasis of the physical education curricula is given on the
promotion of lifelong exercise for health and quality of life through physical education, and physical
education teachers acquire the necessary knowledge and skills for teaching physical education,
coaching sports and recreational physical activities, however, they are not trained in inclusive
education or the practices to deal with and develop intercultural issues as tolerance of diversity
through physical education and sports. By incorporating these elements, both the curriculum and
teachers could better address the diverse needs of students and foster a more inclusive and
respectful learning environment in physical education settings. Additions should be made

concerning:

a) Intersectionality: The existing curricula do not adequately include the experiences of students

from different social, cultural, and economic backgrounds. Intersectionality, which recognizes that

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individuals may face multiple forms of discrimination and disadvantage, should be incorporated.
This could involve introducing activities that encourage students to explore and appreciate different

cultural practices, values, and perspectives.

b)  Pedagogical Practices: The curricula should include pedagogical practices that promote
tolerance and respect for diversity. Teachers can create an inclusive environment by fostering open
dialogue, encouraging cooperation and teamwork, and addressing issues of discrimination or
prejudice that may arise during physical education classes. Additionally, incorporating cooperative
games and activities that encourage students to work together regardless of their differences can

help foster a sense of inclusivity.

Educating students in tolerance, respect for multiculturalism and acceptance of diversity plays an
important role in building inclusive societies, and developing teachers' capacity for inclusive
teaching should be a key area of education policy. Teachers, as the main actors in students’
education, should be equipped with the necessary knowledge, skills, and educational tools to
integrate inclusive pedagogical methods and teaching strategies, as well as techniques for dealing
with issues of racism and peaceful conflict resolution into their teaching. According to Physical
Education teachers of lower secondary schools there is an urgent need for more training activities
and seminars as guidelines since good educational practices for inclusive education and anti-
discrimination in physical education syllabi are considered to be inadequate. It is also urgent that
physical education professionals be provided with relevant tools, since they feel unsatisfied with
the skills they possess for dealing with the diversity of students and for crisis/conflict management.
Based on the majority of their answers, teachers neither actively nor passively promote inclusive
behavior. As described, their response in fights was mainly limited to breaking students up, without
delving into the incident, engaging with the students, mitigating negative feelings, working towards

binding the team or preventing its reoccurrence.

What teachers teach (curriculum), how they teach (pedagogy) and how they monitor student
learning (assessment) defines the promotion or obstruction of diversity and inclusion in the
classroom. Pedagogical practice, course content and assessment methods are three key elements
in designing and implementing inclusive teaching; the understanding of their importance is essential
for teachers to effectively promote harmonious coexistence and cooperation among students in the

school environment.
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1.2. Overview of football3 methodology

Since its inception, football3 has been developed to become what it is today, a methodology that is

used around the globe to promote teamwork, fair play, and peace. Named after its ‘three halves’ — a

pre-match discussion, a football game, and a post-match discussion -football3 is played in mixed groups

and with a specific rules system that differs from conventional football. It uses both fixed rules and

open rules.

Fixed rules are determined by the organizers of the
match, or tournament. They are the same for all
matches and can concern the size of the teams, the
duration of the match, the gender split in the teams
or specific behaviors. For example, matches last for
12 minutes and no breaks or change of sides are
allowed and/or equal number of boys and girls

must be always on the court.

Open rules are the ones decided by the
teams at the first half of the football3
session and they are different in every
match. For example, both teams celebrate
when a goal is scored regardless of who the
scorer was, an assist must come from a
player of the opposite gender for a goal to

count, etc...
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A football3 match is played in three halves:

First Half (before the match)
Second Half (during the match)
Third Half (after the end of the match)

Then, (second half) a
football match takes place
and players are responsible
to respect and follow the

agreed rules.

Dialogue and understanding are inherent values of
football3. The players learn to speak up in front of a
group, to express their opinions and to accept the
opinions of others. For this reason, football3 uses
mediators to support the players during discussions,
create a safe play and discussion environment and

make sure that everyone is participating equally.

At the beginning (first half), a pre-match
discussion is held with the members of both
teams to convene and decide on the rules

that the players will follow while playing.

At the end, (third half) a post-
match discussion is held where
members of both teams
debrief and reflect on the ways
that the rules have been
respected and fair play points
are attributed to each team.
Fair play points and match

points will form the final score.

During matches, their role is to observe and
take notes on situations they might want to

address during the third half.
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1.3. Overview of the DIALECT methodology, its principles, and objectives

In the context of DIALECT, football3 methodology was adopted
and modified for specific social topics and life skills to be
developed.

In specific, DIALECT focus is on the development of the following

five social skills:

Privileges: a set of unearned benefits society gives to people based on certain aspects of their identity including,
race, class, gender, sexual orientation, gender identity, language, geographical location, ability, and religion,

among others.

Inclusion/Exclusion: youth can experience exclusion in several ways, including unemployment or under
employment, discrimination based on race, religion, ethnicity, gender identity, national origin, or socio-

economic status.

Interculturalism: focuses on bringing different groups of people together to create a greater sense of belonging

and social integration at community level.

Othering happens when societies experience major rapid changes in a short period of time (i.e., large influx of
migrants). The process of defining who belongs and who doesn’t is “othering.” It is important to understand
that othering is not about whether we like or dislike someone; it is rather based on the conscious and
unconscious ideas that certain groups pose a threat. People who are “othered” can differ from place to place

and their perceptions can be based on race, religion, nationality or language.

Stereotypes are mental shortcuts that the brain uses to help people process the received information. When
people first meet someone, the brain automatically proceeds to classify this person into a certain group. The
problem with stereotyping is that people judge others based on the characteristics of the group they belong to
rather than their individual ones. The more people see others as individuals and not as members of a group, the

more they will reduce their stereotypes.
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Moreover, DIALECT objectives include the following life skills:

Conflict resolution

Conflicts may arise when people
disagree, do not share the same
values, and interpret situations

differently.

Conflict is part of our lives and
naturally arises from human
interaction. Especially in socially
and ethnically diverse
communities, conflict may arise
because of different habits,

traditions, and world views.

It often occurs through othering,

discrimination, and exclusion.

Communication

discrimination, and xenophobia.

beliefs and values is essential in all
spheres of life, from the football
field to relationships to breaking

down barriers to inclusion.

To be a good communicator is to
not only be able to clearly convey
your ideas and opinions to your
audience, but also to know how to
listen to others, understand their
main points and be able to discuss

and negotiate on different topics.

It is a critical skill to combat racism,

may have negative beliefs and be

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Active listening

Is a way of listening and
responding to another person
that improves mutual

understanding.

Specifically, active listening is
about being able to attend and
to understand the messages of

the speaker.

Teamwork

Is important to social inclusion
because it entails being part of a
group which is working towards a
set of common goals in the most

effective way.

Teamwork is a social competence
that is tied to many other
interpersonal competencies, such
as communication, collaboration,
respect, and fair play, among

others.

Social sensitivity

Is the ability to perceive and
understand the feelings and
viewpoints of others. It is a critical
skill for individuals as they navigate
social interactions and contexts and
try to understand cues from

conversations and observations.

It is often tied to empathy as it
involves the experience of
understanding another person’s
thoughts, feelings, and conditions
from their point of view, rather

than their own.

The above social and life skills should be structured in an organized learning framework that includes one

training session per week and a one-day tournament based on the football3 methodology per month with

other teams.
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As far as the training structure, is
concerned, DIALECT methodology

adopted the training structure of the

football3 methodology. Specifically,

it consists of one weekly football3
session, and a one-day football3
tournament per month with other

teams.

Each session lasts between 1 hour
30 minutes and 2 hours and contains
three halves.

In the FIRST HALF, a specific activity
takes place aimed at a social topic
and the development of one or
more social skills from the ones
mentioned above. The duration of
the activity is 20-30 minutes.

The SECOND HALF is dedicated to a
football3 match in which the rules
focus and reflect the learning topics
of the first half.

In the THIRD HALF, the trainer
debriefs with the players on the

activities and helps them to

translate the learnings to real life

situations.

1.4. Implementation of the DIALECT

methodology

DIALECT training curriculum is a planned training session
focused on the social topics and on the development of the
life skills mentioned above. It is scheduled for over 24
weeks, once a week. Rolling out the five social topics and
the six life skills presented above over the 24 weekly
football3 sessions (including introductory sessions on
football3 in first weeks) is proposed. Players get to know
each life skill and social topic during two football3 sessions
in two consecutive weeks. In the first week, the trainer
focuses on addressing and reflecting on the social topic or
life skill; in the second week, the trainer guides the team
through translating the social topic or life skill on the court

by creating specific football3 rules.
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A tournament plan entails the structure of the tournament; that
is the location, the timetable of the games and the participants. It
is recommended for tournaments to last for over six months with
one tournament day per month. Ten teams are proposed to
participate in the tournament, and a total of 45 matches to be

played over the six-month period.

On the first tournament day, it is useful to focus on icebreaker activities with all teams in order to create a

relaxed and fun atmosphere and, thus, reduce competitiveness. Additionally, an introduction speech

should be made to emphasize fair play, present the rules and explain the point system.

A format that allows all teams to play with each other once throughout the duration of the tournament is

recommended, such as a league format without final stages at the end. Final ranking will be determined by

the total of match points and the fair play points that each team will gather at the end of the tournament.

If a draw appears in the final ranking, the team with the fairest play points should take the lead.

1.5. Pedagogical principles of DIALECT methodology

To achieve the aims and objectives, DIALECT methodology recommends specific pedagogical principles

focused on:

+* Forming mixed teams according to nationalities, ethnicities, and gender to assure that the
participants represent diversity.

+* Using various techniques to avoid segregation, othering, and exclusion and instead, foster
intercultural communication, encourage new friendships and dialogue by bringing different
people on the same team.

* Applying nonverbal ice-breaking activities to create a safe and funny environment to everyone
despite the language barrier.

* Identifying disrespectful and discriminatory behaviors and support rules to prevent such
behaviors.

+* Addressing any discriminatory behavior immediately.

* Encouraging players to express themselves, reflect on and communicate their ideas.
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2.1. Aims

Part ||. EDUCATIONAL TOOLKIT DIALECT3

This TOOLKIT aims to equip Physical Education teachers with the necessary knowledge and skills for the
development of the social (Privilege, Inclusion/Exclusion, Interculturalism, Othering, Stereotypes) and life
skills (Reflection, Social sensitivity, Teamwork, Active listening, Communication, Conflict resolution) of

their students through modified football activities. Schematically, aims are listed below (Figure 1).

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2.2. CONTENT

Football has played an important social role for many years. It is much more than just a sport; it manages to
unite people from different social and cultural backgrounds. Fans rally around their team, creating a sense of
community and cohesion. Participants develop teamwork, cooperation, and commitment to the team, while
improving their well-being. Football is a sport that connects people and delivers important lessons about

cooperation, mutual understanding and change in our society.

Initiatives such as "football3", "Kick It Out" and Football was chosen as the medium to achieve the

"Show Racism the Red Card" have highlighted objectives of the educational toolkit. The indicative

the role of football in the fight against racism, activities included concern modifications of the sport

encouraging stakeholders to act against aiming to develop the social and life skills of the

discrimination and promote tolerance and participants.

o Evaluate the effectiveness of modified games.

o Incorporate feedback from their students into their lesson to ensure that all participants understand the

objectives.
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2.4. Pedagogical Practices

Physical education teachers should apply specific pedagogical practices to create an environment that
promotes open dialogue, active listening, and respectful communication among students. These practices
not only enhance learning but also foster inclusivity, empathy, and understanding. More specifically,

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» Promote Active Listening and Respectful Dialogue

by creating opportunities for open discussions and
debates: Teachers should make sure that everyone
understands that during dialogue an exchange of
information and perspectives is achieved. In a PE
lesson, discussions are mostly held at the end of the
lesson. Students must feel free to have a discussion
whenever it is necessary (at the begging or in the
middle of the lesson). The choice of a safe
environment for discussion or the quietest time of
the lesson, if the learning treated environment is

noisy, must be considered.

Key points for constructive communication should
be set, such as allowing everyone to speak, actively
listening to others, and responding respectfully to
diverse viewpoints. The proper environment must
be created so that everyone will be open in sharing
opinions, assert thoughts in a respectfully way and

treat others as they want to be.

Foster Positive Teacher-Student Relationships:

Develop positive and supportive relationships with
students, showing genuine care, respect, and
interest in their well-being and academic success.
Create a safe space for students to seek guidance,
share concerns, and express themselves without

fear of judgment.

» Address and Respond to Bias Incidents:

Establish  protocols for addressing and
responding to bias incidents or discriminatory
behaviors that may occur in the classroom.

Ensure that appropriate actions are taken to
address such incidents, providing support to
affected students and promoting a sense of
accountability and learning for all students

involved.

» Continuous Professional Development and
Learning: Engage in ongoing professional
development and learning opportunities to
enhance knowledge and skills related to
inclusive pedagogy, cultural competence, and
addressing bias and discrimination. Stay

» Seek Student Input and Feedback: Regularly
seek input and feedback from students about
their experiences in the classroom, including
their perceptions of inclusivity and suggestions
for improvement. Create channels for

anonymous feedback if needed to ensure

students feel comfortable expressing their

thoughts and concerns.
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2.5. Learning strategies

Universal Design for Learning (UDL) was adopted for the needs of the toolkit. Universal Design for Learning
(UDL) strategies are teaching methods and tools used by teachers to ensure that all students have equal
opportunities to learn. UDL is an educational framework, and includes three key principles: engagement,
representation, and action and expression. Each principle consists of a set of guidelines that provide an
evidence-based approach to understanding how learning could be improved through tools and resources.
Each principle aims to help teachers improve the way they present information, engage students in the
learning process and allow them to express themselves. UDL principles can be applied to overall lesson
planning or to individual lessons. It provides students with multiple and flexible ways of receiving

information (representation), expressing, and engaging, and makes a classroom more inclusive.

In specific, the three principles relate to:

Engagement:
the principle of engagement
refers to the why of learning.
Students are engaged and
motivated through interest, and
motivation to learn. Thus, the
teacher must discover
motivation, explore the
interests, and needs of his/her
students and set attractive

goals.

Representation:
the principle of presentation
refers to the what of learning.
Presenting the subject matter in
a variety of ways is important
for successful learning. Thus
teachers need to determine
how their students best receive
the information (verbally,
visually or in combination) and
use a variety of means of

presentation.

Action and expression:
the principle of action and
expression refers to how
learning takes place. Students
use different ways of
expressing what they have
learnt and therefore teachers
should provide them with
varied and alternative ways of
demonstrating and evaluating

the outcome of learning.

The integration of specific cooperative learning strategies, teamwork and problem-solving activities will

make it easier for teachers to create an inclusive and collaborative learning environment where students

from different backgrounds work together, learn from each other, and develop basic teamwork and

collaboration skills. Thus, teachers need to:
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o) Form mixed groups that include students from different backgrounds, genders, abilities, and skill
levels, and encourage students to work with peers with whom they may not normally interact, thereby
promoting intercultural understanding and cooperation.

o) Incorporate team-building activities to develop trust, cooperation, and effective communication
between team members. These activities may include problem-solving challenges, trust-building
exercises, or cooperative games that require teamwork.

o Apply the puzzle method, where students are divided into smaller groups of 'experts' to study
specific topics or skills and then regroup to share their knowledge with the main group. This approach
promotes interdependence, collaboration and the sharing of different perspectives and expertise.

o Enhance learning by presenting students with real problems or scenarios that require teamwork
and collaboration to find solutions and encourage students to analyze the problem from multiple
perspectives, consider different perspectives, and work together to develop creative and inclusive
solutions.

o Assign students to teach a specific skill or concept to their peers in the group. This approach not
only fosters collaboration but also promotes the sharing of knowledge and perspectives among students.
o) Assign group tasks that require students to work together to achieve a common goal, and allow
them to use their different backgrounds, skills, and experiences to contribute to the overall outcome.

o) Involve students in role-playing or simulation activities that require them to work together to
solve problems or make decisions. These activities can simulate real-life situations and encourage
students to consider different perspectives, and arrive at an empirical conclusion.

o Create opportunities for students to provide constructive feedback to their peers within their
groups. Encouraging students to reflect on their own contributions to the group promotes self-
awareness and maturity.

o) Promote collaboration with other subjects or disciplines, such as art, history, or sociology, to
provide students with different perspectives and encourage interdisciplinary problem solving.

teamwork, diverse contributions, and inclusive practices.
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2.6. Class Management

Classroom management is defined as the method used by the teacher to maintain a peaceful and safe
learning environment. This method usually involves strategies that are applied during the lesson, and
involves students working in smaller groups and individually. However, applying these strategies
sporadically and independently of the context may have less impact and be less effective in achieving
the teacher's desired outcome. Appropriate organization leads to effective management, promotes
learning (Wang, Haertel and Walberg, 1993), and is one of the most important characteristics of an

effective teacher.

The most effective classroom management involves planning, implementing and following rules and
procedures throughout the school year. The setting of rules is based on the needs of the children and
may vary from teacher to teacher and from department to department. The rules usually relate to
several categories, such as general expectations for behavior, routines for starting and completing
lessons, transitions and breaks between activities, materials, and equipment to be used, how to function
in groups, etc. In all cases, it is important for students to be actively involved in the design and definition
of classroom rules and procedures (Marzano et al., 2003) to ensure their involvement and engagement

in the classroom.

The effectiveness of classroom strategies is maximized when:

o classroom-based data are used to guide decision-making.
Often good practices must exist in class for creating a productive learning environment such as:

» Rules of operation, which promote smooth coexistence and cooperation.
Rules that encourage, dialogue, praise and reward desired behavior.

Rules about accepting diversity and avoiding rejection.

2.7. Role of the teacher in the implementation of the methodology

The role of the PE teacher in the implementation of the methodology in the school is twofold. On the
one hand, he/she is responsible for the planning and proper implementation of the activities and on
the other hand, he/she plays the role of a mediator by facilitating the discussions of the children before
and after the lesson, monitoring the outcome of the activities and mediating in case of any
disagreement, recording and evaluating the objectives and desired results, and being a role model for

his/her students by adhering to the agreed behaviors.

As a facilitator, at the beginning of the lesson, the teacher must observe and ensure that all students
follow the starting routine (arrival time, necessary material if assigned, proper clothing, etc.) while

during the lesson the teacher should:
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Maintain constant eye contact with all students.
Speak in a slow, steady, and calm voice.

Remind students of the rule in case it is broken.
Give clear and detailed instructions.

Ensure that students understand the instructions
and questions asked.

Bring the students' attention back to the goal of the
activity.

Attract students' interest.

Use verbal and nonverbal reinforcement in positive

behavior.

At the end of the course the teacher:

o Ensures that all students follow the closing

routine (gathering in a specific place, putting away

the equipment used, etc.).

Speaks privately with the student who
consistently  demonstrates  undesirable
behaviors.

Makes a low and calm observation to the
student who persists in negative behavior,
without others listening. Asks the student to
state the rule he/she has broken.

Follows the time-out method to allow the
student demonstrating negative behavior to
remove himself/herself from the situation

and reflect on his/her behavior.

Asks his/her students to self-assess their
behavior.

Rewards desired behavior.

Facilitates discussion with students about
alternative behaviors when undesirable

behavior is observed.

Particularly when conducting games with the football3 methodology:

during the first half, the teacher facilitates students’ discussion by defining and noting the open

rules,

during the game, he/she monitors and records the implementation or not of the open rules by both

teams and intervenes in case of tension, and finally,

during the third half, he/she moderates the discussion of the teams and the plenary, presents

his/her observations, and assigns the final score.
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2.8. Planning the integration of methodology in the physical education lesson

According to the curriculum of the Physical
Education course in the high school, seven (7)
hours are devoted to learning skills related to
football in the first grade, six (6) hours in the
second grade and five (5) hours in the third
grade. However, in grade A, an additional two (2)
hours are allocated to introductory lessons
where they can be used to introduce the
DIALECT methodology, while in grades B and C
two (2) and three (3) hours respectively are
devoted to the "project" module which can be
used additionally for the interdisciplinary

approach to the objectives of the methodology.

In secondary education, the school year is divided
into two quarters, so the hours of student
engagement with the methodology can be divided
equally. In this way, there is one (1) teaching hour

per month.

Regarding the weekly planning for the Physical
Education lesson, two (2) hours per week are
foreseen for each class, allowing the teacher to
choose the subject of the lesson according to the
circumstances (weather conditions, timetable,

available equipment, and space).

The annual allocation of hours per social skill depends on the needs of the students. An indicative

allocation of hours for the implementation of the methodology is shown below (Figure 3):

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PART IIl. DIDACTIC SCENARIO

3.1. Introduction

N ' A teaching scenario is a learning framework with specific
. | objectives, sub-objectives, learning outcomes, learning

l theories and teaching strategies.

Compared to a lesson plan, it covers more than one
teaching hour, approaches the subject matter with
greater breadth, emphasizes on the active participation
of students in the learning process, and focuses on more

complex objectives.

It usually draws on pupils' experiences and uses events
from their everyday life, thus making the learning

process more accessible, interesting and effective.

In addition, the teaching scenario is specific to the subject areas and individual units of the curriculum, and
supports learning through exploration and discovery, encouraging the development of social skills such as

problem solving, decision making, critical thinking and communication.

Physical education provides a favorable environment for the implementation of teaching scenarios due to
the nature and flexibility of the course. The active participation of students in group activities and games
requires the demonstration of multiple skills of cooperation, communication, decision making, conflict
resolution, etc., for the achievement of a common goal by all students; the lack of knowledge of the

dominant language is not a barrier to participation or learning.
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3.2. Didactic Scenario Structure

According to the Hellenic Institute of Educational Policy a didactic scenario should contain:

In terms of cognitive content, teaching scenarios should reflect the complexity of interpersonal

relationships and create meaningful learning experiences. The PE teacher should develop the content on
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the basis of inclusion and equal practice, taking into account the needs of all students regardless of gender,

ethnicity, and ability.

In terms of the teaching approach, traditional teacher-centered teaching methods are being superseded by
student-centered teaching, and the active, exploratory and discovery approach to learning. Thus, students
are actively involved in the learning and understanding process, are flexible in learning diverse things, and

communicate in different ways that incorporate multiple symbols.

As far as teaching techniques are concerned, physical education teachers should:

o present the objectives to the students and engage them in a discussion to activate their previous
knowledge and experience and arouse their interest before implementing the teaching scenario,

o divide the pupils into small groups, assign them different and varied roles and set problems requiring
cooperative solutions and contributions, when implementing the teaching scenario,

o enable students to reflect on and connect the learning experience with realistic events on

completion of the scenario.

The evaluation may include both quantitative and qualitative indicators. Some tools that can be used are
guestionnaires, record cards, diaries, portfolios, etc. The content of the assessment should relate to the
objectives and learning outcomes of the specific scenario and the data should be used for the improvement

of the students in the specific areas and for grading them.
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3.3. Didactic Scenario

Below are five teaching scenarios aimed at developing the social and life skills discussed in the previous

chapter.

The themes of the teaching scenarios are linked to the 4th objective of the new National Physical Education
curricula, named Moral/Social/Emotional. As stated in the Teachers' Guide (2021), the student will
demonstrate responsible behavior, respect for diversity and will have developed social and emotional skills
that contribute to lifelong exercise for health and quality of life. In specific, the learning outcomes of the

4t objective for the students are expected to:

- Gain positive experience from the course, practice reflection and cultivation, and develop psychosocial
and life skills that contribute to the creation of positive attitudes and behaviours towards lifelong exercise

for health and quality of life

- Develop teamwork techniques and cooperation, respect, and acceptance of other people with different

characteristics and abilities, skills that are important for personal and social fulfilment.

To design the scenario, and depending on the objective to be achieved, football activities and games were

modified.

Teachers can use the teaching scenario unchanged or select and integrate into their lesson some of the
activities that they consider best suited to the interest of their students. Also, teachers are free to modify
the didactic scenario or use it to get ideas and design new ones tailored-made to the needs of their

students.

3.3.1. THEMATIC AREA: PRIVILEGES

General Description

Privileges are socially unearned advantages granted to
certain individuals. Privileges refer to systemic or structural
advantages that affect individuals based on factors such as
gender, religion, ethnicity, sexuality, social class, body type,
education level, etc. Privilege is linked to inequality and social
conflict, as social norms, and prejudices place individuals in
particular situations at a more advantageous or disadvantageous
position. It is important to recognize the existence and
manifestation of privileges and the way they can create inequality
and affect communication, cooperation, social sensitivity,
acceptance of others and, in general, compromise the

harmonious coexistence of individuals.

Educational problem:

One cause of the inequality that appears between
students is the existence of privileges that are usually
unintentionally and indirectly attributed both by teachers and by
the students themselves to some children or groups of children,
placing them in a more advantageous position in relation to the
rest for reasons not related to the educational process. This
inequality usually has serious effects on students' development
and social interaction and cohesion, and causes problems of

exclusion, intolerance, and arrogance.

They will explore their social
sensitivity and conflict resolution skills, and practice and improve these skills through interaction
and cooperation with their classmates. Students will have an active role in learning while the

teacher's role will be mainly supportive and consulting.

Title: 5vs5 Possession Game

Aim: To understand privilege and develop

conflict resolution skills.

Duration: 35 minutes

Tips for teachers:

Ask students to discuss the privileges that

one group had over the other.

Allow children to express their feelings
and thoughts when they were

disadvantaged by others.

Allow children to express their feelings
and thoughts when they were in a more

advantageous position than others.

During the activity, give children enough
time to resolve any disagreements that
have arisen, and intervene only if

resolution does not occur.

Activity Organization:

Create with cones or markers the number of
courts that will be needed to implement the
activity. Divide students into mixed groups of five

and place them in pairs on each court.

Activity Description:

Explain to students that the goal of the activity is
to keep possession of the ball for as long as
possible. Give to one group a clear play

advantage and to the other a limitation. For

example, allow an unlimited number of ball
contacts to the children of the one group and a
limited number of contacts (e.g. 2) to the other.
Ask groups to play football for 10°. Then change
the advantage/disadvantage in the groups and
continue playing for another 10’. At the end let

students play for 5’ with no restrictions.

Aim: To develop self-reflection as a life skill.

Activity Organization:

Place two cones at 10m from each other. Form
two groups, one with boys and one with girls, and
give a ball to each group. Ask the members of the
groups to line up behind one cone as shown in
the diagram. Explain to students that the activity

is a relay race.

Activity Description:

With the starting signal, one student from each
group drives the ball around the cone and
returns, passes the ball to the next one and goes
to the end of the line. The activity is completed
when every member of both groups has
completed the route. Give to the girls the option
to drive the ball with any leg they prefer but limit

the boys to execute only with their weak leg.
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Title: Football with favorable treatment

Aim: To experience favorable and

unfavorable treatment

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

Ask the students who were favored to

express their feelings to you.

Ask all students to identify and express
situations of favorable treatment in their

daily lives.

Ask all students to identify and express
situations of unfavorable treatment in

their daily lives.

Ask all students to identify and express
possible reasons for favorable and

unfavorable treatment.

Activity Organization:

Create two small goalposts by placing two cones
at a distance, e.g. 1.5 meters on each of the end
lines of the field. Divide students into two groups
and form pairs (one student from each group).
Ask the students of each group to spread out on
the two end lines of the field to the right and left
of the goalposts with the pairs facing each other
as shown on the diagram. Assign to each pair an
attribute for e.g. numbers, countries, athletes’
names, etc. Inform students that the activity is a
modification of the “handkerchief” game and its
adaptation to football. Explain to them that they
will play soccer situations (1v1, 2v2, 3v3, etc.)
without having a goalkeeper. Stay in the middle

of the field with a soccer ball.

Activity Description:

Call out an attribute, e.g. number one. The
student from both groups who were assigned
number one must run to the middle of the court
to get the ball and attack the opposite goalpost.
The attempt ends when one group scores a goal.
Then students return to their place and another
attempt starts by calling out another attribute.
Start by calling out one attribute (e.g. number
one), then two (e.g. numbers one, two), three
(e.g. numbers one, two, three), and so on. To

create favorable and unfavorable situations,
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always throw the ball to the students of the same group giving them the opportunity to make the
first attack. Continue the activity until some of the students of the disadvantaged group feel
annoyed and start to react. Allow some time for more students to express their displeasure and call
both groups to the center of the field. Ask the students what the reason of their dissatisfaction is

and let them express their thoughts and feelings.

3.3.2. THEMATIC AREA: INCLUSION/EXCLUSION

General Description

Inclusion is a multidimensional phenomenon and refers to the
process of improving both the conditions of individuals'
participation in society and the skills and opportunities of
individuals who are marginalized mainly because of their identity.
Inclusive is defined as a society where all its members feel
worthy, diversity is respected, and basic needs are met with
dignity. In contrast, by the term exclusion we mean the process
of excluding and/or depriving individuals or specific groups of the
rights and equal opportunities to participate in a smooth social

life.

Educational problem:

Exclusionary behaviors exist and are reinforced in
multicultural environments such as schools, where different
cultural and social elements intersect and interact without always
being understood and accepted, which often results in student
tensions and conflicts. The immediate adoption of non-
exclusionary actions and behaviors is a necessary process that
must be immediately integrated into the educational reality as
the provision of equal opportunities for all is a key part of solving

the issue.

Didactic Scenario Activities

Title: Passing Game in a circle

Aim: To develop active listening skills.

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Depending on the level of the students,
start the activity with one ball and add

more gradually.

- Give students enough time to explore
ways of active listening, communication,

and teamwork.

- Ask the students if they managed to

include everyone equally.

- Discuss with students if they managed to
cooperate with all the children in the

circle.

Activity Organization:

Draw circles and place mixed groups of students
in each circle. Ask groups to form a circle as
shown in the diagram. Give two balls to two

students from each group.

Activity Description:

The students possessing the balls call out the
name of a student; then they pass the ball to this
student and run to his/her position. All students
must pay attention, not to pass the ball to the
same student. Set or let students decide inclusion
rules. For example, the student who has already
received the ball and his/her name is called,
passes the ball directly to someone else who has
not received a pass without moving and the
passer must run to the place of the student who
has the ball. A third ball may enter in each cycle
later. Allow groups to play for 10’; form new

groups and continue the activity for another 10’.
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Title: Each one in his/her place

Aim: To develop cooperation and

teamwork skills.

Duration: 15 minutes

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Tips for teachers:

- Give students enough time to discuss and
decide which member will perform each

task.

- Ask the groups to identify and report the
criteria by which they selected and placed

their members at each station.

- Ask students if they managed to take
advantage of the different abilities of their
classmates in the right way to achieve the

group's goal.

Activity Organization:

Divide students into two groups of five. In front
of each group create a route consisting of five
tasks, one in each station (1st: slalom 10m with
the right leg, 2nd: slalom 10m with the left leg,
3rd: carrying the ball in the air "legs" for 10m,
4th: carrying the ball with 10m headers, 5th: shot
with the ball targeting two cones). Each group
decides which member will perform in each
station. Place three balls for each team at the 1st

station.

Activity Description:

Ask groups to perform all the tasks and transfer
all three balls from the 1st station to the 5th. At
the beginning of the activity, students in the 1st
station complete the task, pass the ball to their
teammate waiting in the 2" station, who
performs the task by passing to the student of
the 3™ station, and so on. When the student
completes the task of the 5™ station, the
students of the 1st station begin performing the
task once more. The activity ends when the
student finishes the task of the 5% station with

the third ball.
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Title: Attention game

Aim: To develop communication skills with
an emphasis on attention and response to

the stimulus of classmates

Duration: 20 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Choose skills based on the age and level

of your students.

- Ask students to read the activity cards
carefully and explain the actions they need

to perform when asked.

- Explain to students that they should
communicate non-verbally using only

their body language.

- Start with simple skills and after a few
repetitions of the activity add more

complex ones.

- At the end, ask the students how they
felt about not being able to speak up and
respond to the skill that the previous

classmate was performing.

Activity Organization:

Create cards with different tasks that students
must perform in sequence without speaking. An
example is presented below in the text. Place the
necessary materials on the field according to the
selected tasks. The students sit on the side,

outside the court.

Activity Description:

Give students a task card and explain to them
that they must follow the instructions. Let them
read the instructions carefully and give the signal
to start the activity. At the end, collect the cards

and repeat the activity once more.
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Example of task cards

When the teacher says "start" run to the red cone on the sideline and perform five jumps with

knees to chest. Then return to your place.

When you see your classmate jumping on the red cone, go to the corner of the center line and

perform a low skipping along it. Then return to your place.

When you see your classmate doing a low skipping along the center line go to the penalty line,

get the ball, and do five headers. Leave the ball and return to your place.

When you see your classmate doing headers on the penalty line, go to your teacher, and do ten

sit-ups by tossing the ball to him/her on the way up. Leave the ball and return to your place.

When you see your classmate doing sit-ups by throwing the ball to the teacher, go to the red
cone, pick up the ball and do five consecutive bounces with the ball. Leave the ball and return

to your place.

When you see your classmate doing tricks on the red cone, go to the goalpost and be the

goalkeeper.

When you see your classmate waiting in the goalpost, go to the penalty line and take a shot.

Then, together with the teammate/goalkeeper, leave the ball and return to your places.

When you see your classmate taking a shot at the goalkeeper go to the yellow cone and zigzag

along the sideline. Then return to your place.

When you see your classmate zig zag along the sideline go to your teacher and perform five

passes with the inside part of your leg with his/her help. Then return to your place.

3.3.3. THEMATIC AREA: OTHERING

General Description

Oftentimes there are sudden changes in societies- as with the
large influx of immigrants- and the process of determining who
belongs to the group and who does not is called "othering". This
process does not depend on whether someone likes or dislikes
someone but whether the person is a "threat" to the group. More
simply the term "othering" refers to the process where groups or
individuals are treated as "other" or "different" from those who
belong to mainstream society. This discrimination can be based
on differences such as nationality, race, religious orientation,

language, culture, race, and other factors.

Educational problem:

The problem of the "other" in education is an important issue
that demands special attention. In the context of education, the
discrimination of "us" and "others" can have serious implications

to student development and social cohesion.

When "the perception of the other" affects the behavior of
children in the school environment, it can cause problems of
exclusion, intolerance, and arrogance while intensifying
discrimination, bullying and inequalities in the educational

process.

The scenario was based on Vygotsky's learning theory. According to the theory the individual's culture
influences determines the content and the way the individual learns, and the skills developed are the
result of social interaction. The scenario promotes collaboration, interaction, and cultural exchange.
In this way, students are given equal opportunities to collaborate, participate in dialogue and the

possibility to receive and provide support and guidance.

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Didactic Scenario Activities

Title: Each one minds his/her business

Aim: To develop cooperation skills.

Duration: 30 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Discuss with students the criteria by
which they placed the students in the

specific zones.

- Ask students if they were able to use the
different abilities of their classmates in an
appropriate way to achieve the group's

goal.

- During the activity give groups the option
to discuss and change the members in

each zone.

Activity Organization:

Form a 30X45m football field with two 5m
goalposts. Split field into three 15m zones. Make
two groups of seven people. Ask each group to

put a goalkeeper and two students in each zone.

Activity Description:

Ask groups to play football with the students
allowed to move only in the zone they were
originally placed in. Set or let students decide
zone restrictions. For example, in the 1st zone
(closer to the goalpost) students carry the ball to
the next zone only by driving. In the 2nd zone
(middle) students move the ball only with passes
while in the 3rd zone (closer to the opponent's
goal) students can drive, pass, and shoot to

achieve a goal.
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Title: The place they put me in

Aim: To develop self-reflection as a life skill.

Duration: 20 minutes

-
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Tips for teachers:

- Ask students to discuss the choice of the
position they made and the team's choices

for them.

- Ask the groups to identify and report the
criteria by which they selected their
members at each distance and discuss

them.

Activity Organization:

Form two 5m goalposts in the same straight line
and place a cone 15m in front of the one goalpost
and 10m of the other as shown in the figure.
Form two mixed groups (boys and girls) of six,
and give each group three minutes to decide on
the students who will shoot from close range and
from long distance (three students for each

distance). Place two balls in each cone.

Activity Description:

Ask students to shoot from the assigned place
(close or far distance). The student takes the
shot, picks the ball, returns it to the cone and
waits in line to take the next one. While waiting,
the students reflect on how to perform, but also
observe the rest of their classmates. After six
minutes stop the activity and ask students to
decide the position, they want to shoot next. For
the next six minutes the students shoot from the
chosen position. Once the activity is completed

gather the groups and discuss with them.
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Title: Game in pairs

Aim: To develop social sensitivity.

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Record the agreed open rules and

observe their adherence.

- At the end, discuss with students

whether the open rules were followed.
- Ask students if they felt restricted by
moving in pairs.

- Ask students to express their thoughts
and feelings about cooperating with the

opposite sex.

Activity Organization:

Ask students to form mixed pairs (boys and girls).
Explain to them that during the activity they will
play a game of football in accordance with the
football3 methodology, that is pairs will be
holding hands and acting together as one. Give
students enough time to discuss and agree on

the open rules which will follow during the game.

Activity Description:

With the starting signal, ask the students to play
football in pairs by holding hands. At first let
students decide their pair and after ten minutes
ask them to pair up with a teammate of the

opposite gender and play ten minutes more.

3.3.4 THEMATIC AREA: INTERCULTURALISM

General Description:

This particular subject wunit focuses on the respect,
communication and interaction of people from different cultures
with the aim of creating a sense of belonging to a group and social
inclusion. Interculturality usually describes a specific social reality
and especially the pluralism, polyphony and diversity that
characterize modern societies. The goal of interculturalism is to
ensure that different communities coexist peacefully through the
development of mutual understanding and acceptance.
Interculturalism takes advantage of cultural diversity, encourages
open dialogue about cultural differences, and promotes
education and awareness about multicultural societies. It is
important to create environments where individuals can
maintain and express their cultural identities while maintaining

respect and understanding for the identities of other individuals.

Educational Problem:

Schools, as a microcosmos of society, contain many
different cultural groups of students who often do not accept
each other, thus making cooperation and harmonious
coexistence difficult. The lack of acceptance of the other's
diversity, empathy, and willingness to communicate and
cooperate increases polarization, and inflates the negative

perception of interculturalism.

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Didactic Scenario Activities

Title: Attention Game in pairs

Aim: To develop communication skills,
and especially the skill of attention and
reaction during pair collaboration,

regardless of gender and culture

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Choose activities based on the age,

level, and skills of your students.

- Ask students to read the activity cards
carefully and explain to them if

necessary.

- Explain to students that they must
communicate non-verbally using their

body language.

- Start with simple activities and after a

few repetitions add complex ones.

- At the end, ask the students how they
felt about not knowing which classmate

they would be working with.

Activity Organization:

This activity is a non-verbal cooperation game
focusing on paying attention to others,
reacting and cooperating. It refers to the whole
class. Create Activity cards with various tasks
that students should perform consecutively
without speaking. Organize the space by
placing the materials necessary to perform the
tasks. Students sit at the side, outside the

court.

Activity Description:

Explain to students that they will take a card
and they should follow the written instructions.
Give students the cards, allow them to read the

instructions carefully and start the activity.

At the end, collect cards and repeat the activity

again for more students to cooperate.
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Example of Activity Cards

When the teacher shouts “begin” run to the red cone on the sideline and perform five jumps
with straight knees slapping your hands with your classmate over your heads. Then return to
your places.

When you see your classmates perform five jumps slapping hands over their heads on the
sideline, go to the yellow cone on the baseline, and with your classmate move to the red cone
keeping the balloon on your backs (you cannot hold it with your hands). Leave the balloon close
to the red cone and return to your places.

When you see your classmates move from the baseline with the balloon on their backs, go to
the centerline, take the ball, and move with your classmate to the red cone on the baseline with
passes. Leave the ball on the baseline and return to your places.

When you see your classmates perform passes from the centerline till the baseline, go to the
penalty spot, and take a shot, then go and take the ball, give it to your classmate who will
perform a shot, take the ball, and leave it on the penalty spot. Then return to your places.

When you see your classmates perform shoots from the penalty spot, go to the red cone on the
baseline, take the ball and with your classmate exchange 10 passes in the air without moving.
Leave the ball on the same spot and return to your places.

When you see your classmates perform passes in the air on the baseline move to the penalty
spot and perform five headers with your classmate. If the ball touches the ground before you
complete the five headers, you should start again. Leave the ball on the same spot and return
to your places.

When you see your classmates perform headers on the penalty spot, go to the red cone on the
baseline and perform five squats holding the ball together with your classmate. Leave the ball
on the same spot and return to your places.

When you see your classmates perform squats by holding the ball, go to the penalty spot, take
the ball and with your classmate go to the opposite goalpost and play offense 2vs2 on the half
court until one couple scores a goal. Then return to your places.

When you see your classmates perform squats by holding the ball, go to the centerline and play
defense 2vs2 on the half court until one couple scores a goal. Then return to your place.
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Title: Make the puzzle

Aim: To build teamwork regardless of

culture or gender

Duration: 30 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Choose tasks based on the age and the

skills of your students.

- Highlight that all students of the group
should participate for the completion of
the tasks. If necessary, add rules of
equal participation; for example, the
student can touch the ball again only

when all members have touched it once.
- Ask students for similarities in photos.

- Repeat the activity using all the student
photos in the same or another lesson

unit.

Activity Organization:

Ask students in pairs to bring you a photograph
printed in A4 paper of, for example, a famous
football player, a football stadium, a football
game snapshot, a football fun habit etc., of
their country of origin. Use as many photos as
the number of the groups. Cut each photo into
pieces according to the number of people you

want to have in each group, e.g. 4, 5, 6, etc.

Activity Description:

Phase one: give one piece to each student and
ask them to move around and look for the

corresponding pieces to make up the photo.

Phase two: place the forming groups in each
one of the four corners of the court. Split the
pieces of the photos in the center of the court.
Give students specific tasks to complete in
groups in a circle. For example, ten headers,
ten passes in the air, ten abdominals with ball
passes. Explain to them that each time, a group
will perform a task and upon its completion,
one student will run in the middle of the court,
collect a piece of their photograph, and run
back to the group corner. The activity ends
when all groups collect all pieces of the
photograph and complete the puzzle. Gather
students and discuss the content of the

photos.

Title: Stay in zone

Aim: To develop social sensitivity in

various situations

Duration: 30 minutes

Tips for teachers:

Ask the students to follow the rules of

each zone.

Set rules according to the age and skills
of your students or ask them to decide

the rules.

Ask the students which rule was the

most difficult to follow and why.

Ask the students if they could feel their
classmates while playing with the rules
of other zones and the difficulties they

were confronting.

Activity Organization:

Divide the court into four zones and place a
rule in each one of them. For example, in zone
A students can only use non-verbal
communication, in zone B, they can only use
the left foot while possessing the ball; in zone
C, they should play in pairs holding hands and
in zone D they are not allowed to score but
only pass the ball. Put pairs from each group in

each zone. Use cones to create small goalposts.

Activity Description:

Divide students into groups using a group
formation activity (e.g., the puzzle in the
activity above). Explain to them that they are
going to play a soccer match without a
goalkeeper. Ask each group to discuss and put
two students in each zone. Explain to them
that they are only allowed to move within the
limits of their zone. Let the students play for
five minutes and then ask them to switch zones
clockwise. The activity ends when all students
have played in all zones. At the end, gather the
students and ask them how they felt playing in

each zone.

3.3.5. THEMATIC AREA: STEREOTYPES

General Description:

Stereotypes are shortcuts that the brain uses to help people
process the external information they receive. When people first
meet another person, their brain automatically proceeds to a
group categorization of that person. The problem with
stereotypes is that people judge others based on the
characteristics of the group they belong to rather than on their
individual characteristics. The more people see others as
individuals rather than members of a group, the more they will

reduce their stereotypes.

Educational Problem:

Students group and judge their classmates based on their
external characteristics and some others that correspond
stereotypically to the specific groups; for example, when boys
treat girls as unfit to play football just because of their gender and

avoid including them in their game.

Aim:

To fight stereotypes and treat others based on their individual

characteristics.

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Didactic Scenario Activities

Title: Dancing in football

Aim: To develop self-reflection skills

Duration: 30 minutes

Tips for teachers:

- Ask students to express their feelings
and thoughts about the combination of
two sports that are considered

masculine and feminine.

- Ask students if they encountered any

difficulties and at what point.

- Ask students if soccer skills seemed
easy when combined with dancing

moves

Activity Organization:

Gather students in the center of the field and
ask them to name some sports that they think
they are good at. Based on their answers, lead
the discussion to sports that are considered
masculine and feminine, such as football and

dance.

Activity Description:

Ask students to express themselves through
dancing moves for three minutes. Then form
four mixed groups and ask them to play soccer
by two for five minutes. After the five minutes
inform them that you are going to combine
soccer with dancing moves and set the rules.

Indicative rules:

a. ball movement can only be done with

sashay’s,

b. for a goal to be counted, the shot must have

been executed with the “coup- de- piet”,

c. whoever crosses the center line must take a
spin regardless of whether they have the

possession of the ball or not.

Ask groups to play with the new rules for ten
minutes and then gather students in the center

of the field and discuss.
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Title: I listen and execute

Aim: To develop communication skills with

an emphasis on active listening.

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

-Give students enough time to trust the

leader and find communication codes.

- Ask students if it was easy to follow

instructions while they were blindfolded.

- Ask students if they observed any
differences in following instructions given

by the same and the opposite gender.

- Ask students if they observed any
differences in following instructions when
given by classmates of the same and

different ethnicity.

Activity Organization:

Gather students in the center of the court and
brainstorm ideas on communication skills. Focus
on the importance of active listening for
following instructions. Divide the court into four
areas and place a goalpost in each one of them.
Create a small obstacle route in each area as

shown in the figure.

Activity Description:

Divide students into four mixed groups and place
one group in each area. Give one student the role
of the leader and the other students that of the
followers. Followers form a line at the starting
point of the route and are blindfolded. The leader
stands on the side of the route and guides
verbally the other students to the soccer ball
through the obstacles. When the students reach
the ball, they shoot with their eyes closed. The
student who makes the shot, opens their eyes,
picks up the ball, and returns it to the starting

point.

Repeat the game until all students have played

the role of the leader.
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Title: Stereotype that favors

Aim: To understand and recognize the

causes and solutions of a conflict.

Duration: 25 minutes

Tips for teachers:

Ask the boys to express their thoughts and
feelings for the deprivation of equal
scoring opportunities due to the existence
of the stereotype that they are better at

soccer than girls.

Ask the girls how they felt about having

more chances to score than the boys.

Activity Organization:

Divide students into two mixed groups. Split the
court into four zones and place two members of
each group in each one of them as shown in the
figure. Students from the same gender should be
in the same zone. At the beginning of the activity,

place the girls in the two middle zones.

Activity Description:

Ask students to play soccer but explain to them
that they can only move within the boundaries of
their zone and only the students from the two
middle zones can score goals. Let them play for
five minutes and then ask them to change zones
by moving clockwise. Reduce the playing time
when the boys are in the two middle zones and
increase it when the girls are there. If boys
express any disappointment, gather students in

the middle of the court and talk about it.
